Programa (1000 caracteres):

Syllabus:

A variedade de literaturas de lingua inglesa
emergentes durante o século XX em diferentes
regides do mundo é, numa primeira fase,
analisada principalmente em func¢do da teoria
pos-colonial. A unidade curricular da especial
atencdo as problematicas da construgao
identitaria, individual e colectiva, do
eurocentrismo, a influéncia norte-americana apds
a 22 Guerra Mundial, a diversidade cultural e ao
multiculturalismo, em paises que tém por lingua
oficial o Inglés. A literatura australiana é, num
segundo momento, tida como principal exemplo e
caso de estudo.

The study and knowledge of the variety of new
literatures in English, which came to age during
the 20th century are objects of particular
attention mainly, at a first stage, in function of the
post-colonial theory. Major topics of the course
include matters of individual and collective
identity; the persistence of Eurocentrism, the
American influence, cultural diversity and
multiculturalism, in countries around the world
which have English as the official language. Within
this context, at a second level, the Australian
literature is approached as a case-study for the
new literatures in English.
